Scope of Work 

The Department of Housing and Community Development awarded a Strategic 

Demolition Fund grant to the City of Frostburg to demolish three blighted structures on 

North Water Street. The properties have been vacant for many years and suffered from 

deferred maintenance. The City has determined that the properties are unsafe, and the 

extent of repairs makes fixing them impractical. As a result, the City acquired the 

properties with the intent to demolish them to clear the land for future development of 

new townhomes.

Historical Significance 
All three properties are in the Frostburg National Register Historic District and contribute to the 

historic significance of the district. According to the National Register nomination form, several 

houses on Water Street date from the mid-nineteenth century and reflect the early 

development of the town with vernacular log or heavy timber construction. Therefore, these 

houses may be among the oldest in Frostburg.
